The Olympic Games were held (hold-held-held — mpoBoauTs) on Greek land in the ancient
(npesnuii) times. The first Olympic Games took place (nposoauts) in 776 B.C. (before Christ — no
PoxxnectBa Xpuctosa). The Olympic Games took place every four years in Olympia. The four-year
interval was called an Olympiad. The games were so important (Baxusriii) that even wars were
stopped during Olympic Games.

The Olympic Games were held for more than 1,000 years. They were abolished (ormeHsTb)
in 394 A.D (Anno Domini — nameii sps1) by the Byzantine (Busanrtuiickuii) Emperor Theodosius.

The games were revived (Bo3poxxaars) in 1896. The first modern Olympic Games were held
in Athens in Greece.

The Olympic Games are organized and governed (ynpasnsts) by the International Olympic
Committee. The Olympic Games are opened by the President of the host country (ctpana — B
KOTOPO# npoBoasTcss ONIUMIIHICKIE UTPBI).

The Olympic Flame (orons) is lit (light-lit-lit — 3axxurats) with a torch (daxen) that is
brought by athletes from Olympia in Greece. When the Games are finished, the flag is lowed
(omyckats) and the flame is extinguished (racuts).

The national favorites are
Christmas and Thanksgiving Day.

Christmas Day is celebrated on the 25" of December. People put up Christmas trees,
decorate their homes and gardens, send greeting cards, exchange gifts and attend church services.
Children wait for Santa Claus to come to their houses from the chimney and leave presents under
the tree or inside their socks.

Thanksgiving Day is celebrated on the last Thursday of November. In 1621, after a long
hungry winter and severe epidemics, the Pilgrims gathered their first harvest and they held a feast
which has become a national tradition since then. Today American families gather together at their
parents’ places and serve a large home-cooked dinner: roast turkey with cranberry sauce, a pumpkin
pie and potatoes.

There are some other national holidays in the USA. The 4" of July is Independence Day
which honors the adoption of the national Declaration of independence in 1776. On Veterans’ Day
(the 11" of November) and Memorial Day (the 30" of May) the USA honor American veterans and
killed servicemen of all wars. Columbus Day is celebrated on the second Monday of October and it
commemorates the landing of Christopher Columbus in the New World in 1492. Labor Day is also
a federal holiday on the first Monday of September when working people hold parades to mark the
end of summer. President’s Day (or Washington’s Birthday) is celebrated on the 22" of February
and it honors the first president of the USA.

Some American holidays are also observed in many countries of the world. Among them are
St. Valentine’s Day (Sweethearts and lovers of all ages exchange special greeting cards “valentines”
and small presents on the 14" of February to express their love and affection), Halloween (on the
31t of October Americans carve jack-o-lanterns out of pumpkins and wear scary costumes and
masks to frighten off devils, ghosts and witches) and New Year’s Day (the night before the 1% of
January Americans stay awake and gather to watch fireworks and shoot off firecrackers, make
traditional New Year’s resolutions and wish each other a happy coming year).

RUSSIAN MEALS

The usual meals in Russia are breakfast, dinner and supper. As a rule people have breakfast
at 7 or 8 o'clock in the morning. Russians like fried or boiled potatoes with some sausage or ham or
a chop (cutlet). Sometimes we prefer an omelette, boiled or fried eggs or just some porridge (a plate
of boiled rise, semolina, buckwheat porridge), or vermicelli (macaroni), fruit-dumplings or curd-
fritters.

Children and grown-ups are fond of pancakes and fritters with butter and jam. Then you
have a cup of tea with milk or lemon or coffee (strong, weak, black, white, with cream) and a
couple of ham and cheese sandwiches or slices of bread and butter. At about 1:00 or 2:00 p. m. we
have dinner. It often consists of 3 courses.
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For the I-st course we eat chicken soup or cabbage soup (shchi), or beetroot and cabbage
soup (borshch), noodle soup or just broth. Some people choose mushroom soup or fish-soup. In
spring and summer when it's hot it's so nice to have the so called “okroshka”, a traditional Russian
dish (cold kvass soup with chopped vegetables and meat or fish), a kind of hodge-podge.

For the 2-nd course Russians eat different kinds of salad (meat salad, fish salad, vegetables
salad), fried, boiled or stewed meat or fish. At times we cook a roast chicken, especially on a
holidays.

For the 3-d course (for dessert) we have a glass of juice, a piece of a cake or a pie (cookies)
if we aren't on a diet. A lot of people eat ice-cream, fruit and berries for dessert (pineapples,
tangerines, apricots, cherries, mangoes; strawberries, raspberries, gooseberries and etc.). In summer
everybody adores to have a piece of melon or a water-melon).

In the evening we have supper. Some people prefer mashed potatoes with pickled or fresh
vegetables, such as tomatoes, cucumbers, carrots, onions (leek). Others eat stewed cabbage with a
beefsteak or fried liver.

Russians also like stuffed peppers, tomatoes, squashes, potatoes. A special Russian dish is
“pelmeni”, a kind of ravioli — small cases of pasta containing chopped meat.

After that we have a glass of milk or stewed fruit with biscuits, crackers, or sweets (candies).
But if you are thirsty you drink a coke, lemonade, some beer or even champagne.

THE GREAT FIRE OF LONDON

London has a long history. It’s full of dramatic and interesting episodes. One of them is the
great fire of London. Everybody in Great Britain knows a Saturday night of 1666 when a royal
baker accidentally left a flame in his bread oven.

At two o’clock on Sunday morning the fire in the bakery became the reason of one of the
worst fires in history, the Great Fire of London.

Sparks from the bakery set fire to a haystack in the courtyard. Fires at that time were quite
common in the city and people were not alarmed that much. Only on Sunday people understood
how serious the situation was and the King learned about the fire.

The flames reached the River Thames and river houses with oil and coal. They exploded like
bombs. A strong wind blowing from the east spread the fire to the west. The fire continued from
Sunday to Wednesday.

It burnt down 13000 houses and destroyed 87 churches. Fortunately only eight people died
in the fire. Most people had plenty of time to escape.

By Wednesday night6 the fire was stopped. The King ordered the fire-fighters to knock
down buildings. The old houses of the central London were destroyed in a single week. After that
the best architects were invited to reconstruct the capital and did their best to make it more beautiful
then it was before.

THE NORMAN CONQUEST OF ENGLAND
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In 1066 the conquest of England by the Normans began, and with the battle of Hastings
where the English fought against the Normans. The conquest was complete in 1071.

Who were these Normans who conquered England? They were Vikings or "Northmen".
Some 150 years before the conquest of England they came to a part of France, opposite England. A
part which we now call Normandy. There they adopted the Cristian faith, and the French language
of their new home in France. They became French.

What effect did the norman conquest have on England?

It gave it French kings and nobles. The Normans also brought with them the French
language. After the Norman conquest there were three languages in England: Latin, the language of
the church and the languages in which all educated men wrote and spoke; the kings wrote their laws
in Latin for some time after the Conquest. Then
there was French, the language which the kings and nobles spoke and which many people wrote.
Finally, there was the English language, which remained the language of the masses of the people.

In time, however, came the general use of the English language, but it was not quite the
same as it was before the Conquest. The grammar remained the same, but many words came into it
from the French language.

STEVEN SPIELBERG

When he was a little boy, his father showed him how to use a camera. Later he got his own
camera and started to film things like model train crashed, stories about monsters and horrible
murders.

Spielberg sometimes uses a lot of complicated effects — in the Indiana Jones films, for
example.

In 1994 he won the most important film prize, the Oscar, for “Schindler’s List”. The secret
of Spielberg’s success is that the stories in many of his films somehow look as if they could happen
to ordinary people like you and me.

THE BIGGEST RUSSIAN BANKS

Sberbank

Sberbank of Russia (SBER was founded in 1841 in Moscow. It’s a full-service bank because
it carries out all kinds of financial transactions (¢bunancossie oneparuu). SBER is an international
financial group. The Central Bank of Russia controls 51 (fifty-one) per cent of SBER assets
(axTuBBI, MMyIIEcTBO). More than 275,000 (two hundred and seventy-five thousand) people work in
Sberbank. In 2014 Sberbank was the third largest bank in Europe, and 33" (thirty-third) in the
world.

VTB

VTB bank is another state-owned bank. It was founded as VVneshtorgbank in 1990. The
Russian government owns 61 per cent of VTB, and the rest owns Moscow exchange (6upxa). VTB
is registered in Saint Petersburg. VTB has some subsidiaries [sobrsidioriz] (nouepuue konanumu),
VTB24 and Bank of Moscow.
