What is Economics?

Economics, like every other intellectual discipline, has its roots in early Greece and Rome; but
economics was first considered as a branch of domestic science (home economics) dealing with such
matters as the management of slaves.

In the Middle Ages economics became a moral (stuueckas) philosophy (s3tuueckas) concerned
with the “justness” of market-determined wages and prices.

By the beginning of the eighteenth century the economics became an academic discipline dealing
with problems of government intervention in economics affairs.

Then in 1776 the Scottish moral philosopher (3tuueckuit) Adam Smith published the first edition
of his monumental “Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of the Wealth of Nations” («MccnenoBanue o
MpUPOJIE U IpUYMHaX OorarcTBa HapojaoB), and economics soon became an independent science.

International Economic Theory

Economics is as old as the human race. When ancient men changed the skins of the animals they
hunted for axes they developed economic relations. But economics as a science is relatively new. The
first major book on economics “The Wealth of Nations” by Adam Smith (an Englishman) was published
in 1776. Since that time the economics has developed rapidly and now there are many branches of it
such as microeconomics, international economics and econometrics and many competing schools of the
science.

Economics is a theory of how society works. The great economist Alfred Marshall defined eco-
nomics as “the study of a man in the everyday business of life”. The guiding idea in economics is scarci-
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ty (lack of something). In our world everything is scarce

There are not enough resources to give people all they want. Thus we have another characteristic
of economics — the choice. Still another aspect of economics is people themselves.

People need not only food and clothes but cars, telephones, TV — sets and many other goods. So
the three vital ingredients of economics are people, scarcity and choice. Thus we can define economics
as the human science which studies the relationship between scarce resources and the choice how to use
these resources.

The great American economist Paul said that every economic society has to answer three funda-
mental questions: What, How and For Whom.

What? — What goods to produce with scarce resources: clothes, food, cars, submarines, TV sets,
planes?

How? — How to combine basic resources of labor and land to produce the goods and services
which we want?

For Whom? — How to distribute produced goods and services among people?

Economics has practical value in business. Business executives should understand how econom-
ics works to formulate business policies and make reasonable business decisions.

Text 3. History of economics

In the 1500s there were few universities. Those that existed taught re-
ligion, Latin, Greek, philosophy, history, and mathematics. No economics.
Then came the Enlj ghtenment (about 1700) in which reasoning replaced
God as the explanation of why things were the way they were. Pre-Enlight-
enment thinkers would answer the question, «Why am I poot?» with, «Be-
cause God wills it.» Enlightenment scholars looked for a different explana-
tion. «Because of the nature of land ownership» is one answer they found.

Such reasoned explanations required more knowledge of the way
things were, and the amount of information expanded so rapidly that it had
to be divided or categorized for an individual to have hope of knowing a
subject. Soon philosophy was subdivided into science and philosophy. In
the 1700s, the sciences were split into natural sciences and socjal sciences.
The amount of knowledge kept increasing, and in the late1800s and early
1900s social science itself split into subdivisions: economics, political sci-
ence, history, geography, sociology, anthropology, and psychology. Many
of the insights about how the economic system worked were codified in
Adam Smith’s The Wealth of Nations, written in 1776, Notice that this is
before economics as a subdiscipline developed, and Adam Smith could
also be classified as an anthropologist, a sociologist, a political scientist,
and a social philosopher.

Throughout the 18h and 19w centuries economists such as Adam
Smith, Thomas Malthus, John Stuart Mill, David Ricardo, and Karl Marx
were more than economists; they were social philosophers who covered

tion, and his book, Principles of Economics, published in the late 1800s,
was written with the other social sciences in evidence. But Marshall also
changed the question economists ask; he focused on the questions that
could be asked in a graphical supply-demand framework. In doing so he

Of course, if you affect company discipline not coming in time or working badly, your
dismissal wouldn’t be unfair. It is sometimes hard not only to get a job, but also to work in the
staff, and if you don’t want to be laid off, you should follow company rules, it is a must.

The dollar is an American money, which is also the main unit among the world's
reserve currencies.

Currently, the largest banknote is represented as 100 dollars, the smallest one is
one dollar. Previously, there were banknotes with a larger denomination, such as
one thousand, five hundred, five and ten thousand. Soon they withdrew from
circulation, and now if they meet, then at auctions or in collections. Such
banknotes are considered rare.

Each year the United States of America produces more than 30 million dollar bills
of different face value. Most of them are used to replace worn out banknotes. In
1928, it was decided to depict banknotes of prominent American political figures.
These included presidents, great publicists, finance ministers, representatives of the
Supreme Court. The reverse side of the banknotes depicts the history of the
American continent.

In the last decade there were banknotes
of pink and sand colors. All of them are made of special paper based on flax and
colton, and protected by watermarks, microprint and protective fiber.

A public company must have at least two direc-
tors.

A limited liability company or a corporation is
headed by the board of directors elected by share-
holders. The directors appoint one of their number

After the prospective buyer receives the offer he carefully studies it. Then, very often, he has a
few talks or exchanges letters with the prospective seller.
After the two parties come to an agreement about terms and conditions of the transaction they sign
a contract.
Contracts usually contain the following information:
¢ Date of contract

e Place or city

o Reference number

o Names of the buyer and the seller
o Description of the goods

¢ Price and the total value

e Terms of delivery

e Terms of payment, etc.

Remember some rules of business etiquette. According to the rules of general civil etiquette,
when presented, the youngest is called first, the man is introduced to the woman.
The subordinate is the first to greet the leader. In this case, a woman, if she is a subordinate of
a male leader, greets first.
A business conversation on the phone should be brief, but competent, tactful and friendly.
Organization of business meetings. In connection with the preparation and organization of
business meetings, the business protocol of the meeting is of great importance. The concept of "business
protocol” was originally used only for diplomatic activities; it is a set of rules and regulations governing
the procedure [pre’si:djo] for holding events at the highest level.
